Math:  We have completed through Unit 3 Lesson 5!  Refer to your homework book for activities. We are working to solve unknown addition partners in story problems.  If you have questions, don’t hesitate to ask.  


Science/Social Studies/Writing Switch:  In writing this week, we took time to remember things that we are thankful for.  Some students even create an imaginary feast for Thanksgiving.  We also worked on writing Thanksgiving Recipes.  You will find these in your child’s Friday Bag.  Please don’t use these as written!   In Science this week, the students learned about fall and the different characteristics of this season.. In Social Studies, we explored how some holidays are celebrations of people & events from the past. Our focus was on Thanksgiving. Reading :  In Reader’s Workshop this week we have continued learning that good readers summarize or retell what they read to better understand their story.  We used our hands to help us with this.  Our thumb tells the beginning, index finger tells the first event, tall finger tells the next event, ring finger, the next event and finally ending with the pinky, which tells us the end.  �
